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District VII Council Report

Greetings to all!  This will be a very brief report, as I have just returned to my office from the sunshine and warmer temperatures of Florida, and haven’t had time to collect my notes from all of the events related to the SAF national convention in Orlando.  I took advantage of this year’s convention location in Orlando and lengthened my time away from home to include some family vacation time, and am just starting to get back to my “normal schedule.”

As usual, this year’s national convention was a great experience, providing an opportunity to expand professional knowledge with many interesting scientific and technical presentations, as well as an opportunity to meet and greet colleagues from around the nation.  Additionally, as most of you are aware, many national SAF meetings are scheduled to coincide with the convention, including the annual House of Society Delegates (HSD) meeting and a brief council meeting.  This year’s HSD meeting covered many topics of interest, and was attended by almost all council members, including myself.  If you haven’t already heard, your NCSAF Chair E Lynn Burkett, was elected to the position of HSD chair-elect for 2010, and will automatically assume the role of HSD chair in 2011.  Congratulations to E Lynn – I know she will do a fantastic job leading HSD in 2011!  Congratulations also to Denise Ingram, who was formally recognized and honored at the convention for her election to Fellow.

At the council meeting, council gave preliminary approval to two task force charters, pending budget considerations, and will be reviewed for final approval at the December council meeting.  If approved, the two task forces will be reviewing “Trends and Impacts of the Use of Forest Biomass for Energy” and “Improving the Competitiveness of the U.S. Forest Sector.”  Council also received updates on membership (currently at approximately 13,200 members), finances (this has been a difficult year financially for SAF, and may be the first year in quite a while SAF has not ended the year with a positive balance in operations), the “Trees are the Answer” national communications strategy (new t-shirts promoting the campaign were presented for sale at the convention), and various other business items, which will be covered in more depth at the next council meeting (and also in my next council report).

Finally, let me close by encouraging each member to please vote in this year’s SAF elections.  We are indeed fortunate to have such a wealth of leadership capability and dedicated professionals in the SAF who have volunteered to run as candidates for vice president or other officer positions in the organization – however, it is our collective participation in the voting process that ultimately moves SAF in the direction we want our organization to go as we move into the future.

He has also served as senior forestry advisor for the Western Governors Association, where he was responsible for their biomass energy program.  Before that, as lead forestry advisor for the U.S. House Committee on Agriculture, Jensen helped develop programs under the 2002 Farm Bill.  He has also served as lead policy analyst for the National Association of State Foresters.

 Jensen has been a member of the Society of American Foresters since 1998.  He grew up in southern California and most recently hails from Colorado.  He holds a B.S. degree from the University of California at Los Angeles and an M.S. in Forestry from Colorado State University.

NCSAF Science & Technology Coordinator
Report from the 2009 SAF Convention

As the NCSAF Science and Technology coordinator, I attended the all-day working group (WG) and unit science and technology coordinator (USTC) meeting at the 2009 SAF convention in Orlando, FL. The meeting was held on Wednesday, September 30 and included approximately 25 WG officers and USTCs. Bill Rockwell (2009-2010 chair, Forest Science and Technology Board) provided a wealth of guidance, updates and discussions on the roles of WGs, USTCs, and the board. Program chairs for the 2010 convention in Albuquerque and 2011 convention in Hawaii provided guidance and timelines for planning the science and technical programs for their events. Also, working group awards were presented to Water Resources (C3), Philosophy and History (F5) and Urban and Community Forestry (B2).

One recent development was highlighted at the meeting in the addition of three regional USTC representatives on the FSTB – one each for the northern, southern and western regions. These representatives will serve as contacts and liaisons for USTCs with the board. Our NCSAF USTC is represented in the northern region by Dr. Donald Dickmann at Michigan State University. In addition, the USTCs might be asked to provide annual reports to the FSTB, similar to the WG reports, in order to encourage them to remain active for their societies and for recognition by the board. 

Our USTC has also asked the SAF national office of Science and Education Director Terry Clark to assist with the cross listing of WG members, USTCs and NCSAF members in order to identify a pool of science interests in the NCSAF area. This information will be especially helpful for developing science topics and sessions for NCSAF seminar luncheons, workshops and other local area events, such as the upcoming 2010 capitol science conference of the Washington Academy of Science.

Forestry Around the Potomac Mini-Grant
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In October 2008, NCSAF announced a new mini-grants program to support projects undertaken within the District of Columbia urban watershed.  With ties to each of NCSAF’s strategic goals, submissions were evaluated on overall design and purpose, community need and involvement, transferable practices and lesson-sharing, and appropriate and leveraged financials.

In March 2009, NCSAF awarded a mini-grant of $1,500 to Black Cat Ivy and Friends of Rock Creek’s Environment (FORCE).   These partners used funds to raise awareness of the devastating impact of invasive plant species on the urban forest, particularly among a unique set of Washington DC-landowners—foreign governments with embassies and ambassadors’ residences on properties adjacent to the park and highway.

This unusual, first-ever event took place on Tuesday, October 6, 2009 and the Embassy of Belgium graciously hosted the event. The educational program featured a seminar, which discussed the impact of invasive species on a variety of landscapes, and physical demonstration of manual techniques to remove English ivy from trees. 
Elie Loos, consul of the Embassy of Belgium opened the program with welcoming remarks. Rock Creek Park Superintendent Adrienne Coleman described the value of the park’s natural resources and how “good neighbors” are needed to protect this environment. NCSAF Chair E.Lynn Burkett, gave an overview of what SAF and NCSAF are and also the problems caused by invasive plants in a variety of landscapes including forests and riparian areas. Beth Mullin, FORCE executive director, used Google Earth imagery to illustrate how the forest does not distinguish between parklands and private property. An overview of invasive vs. native plants, the top 14 invasive plant species in Rock Creek Park, and the prevalence of English ivy was discussed by Joan Furlong, Black Cat Ivy. 

Following the seminar, participants moved outdoors to the parking lot adjoining the northernmost tip of Normanstone Park, a tributary of Rock Creek Park that is overrun by English ivy and other invasive species. Manual techniques to clear ivy vines from trees were demonstrated, and several participants took up hand pruners and saws to join in the exercise.

NCSAF is extremely pleased to support a local educational and on-the-ground service that fosters a collaborative and cooperative relationship between city residents, users of Rock Creek and those interested in environmental issues.  This support resulted in new gains in knowledge—including future interest in planning additional volunteer events and an understanding of within the embassy sector of our organization and the service we offer as professional Foresters for the broader Washington DC area.
