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Fundraising Committee Charter

Purpose:
The fundraising committee develops activities and events that raise money for the National Capital Society, to be used as determined by the Executive Committee.

Duties & Responsibilities:

The fundraising committee is responsible for a variety of fundraising activities that may include (but not limited to):

· Raffles of prizes at luncheons

· Auction at annual picnic 

· On-line auction

· Special fundraisers such as cocktail parties, wine-tastings, etc.

· Sale of goods, such as bake sales, used book sales, etc. where NCSAF retains all or part of the receipts

The committee is responsible for acquiring door prizes and auction items. Items may be purchased or donated by NCSAF members or from others solicited by the committee.
The committee works in coordination with the Program and other committees to accomplish raffles or auctions in conjunction with program events, such as luncheons, picnics, or forums.
The committee develops promotional materials for fundraising events for distribution by the Communications committee and/or in the Newsletter.

The committee collects the funds raised and provides the Treasurer with the funds and receipts as appropriate.

The committee chair participates in the Executive Committee meetings as requested.
